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Recreation Trail Rules

e  Enjoy the trail from dawn to dusk

e Leave No Trace: Pick up garbage and carry out
what you carried in

e  Cutting or removal of trees, flowers, and shrubs
along the trail is prohibited

e Discharging firearms from or across the trail
is prohibited

e Ride your horse at a walking pace

e  Pets are permitted but must be kept on a leash

e  Remove all horse/pet waste from the trail

e The trail is designed for non-motorized vehicles
All motorized vehicles are prohibited

e Do notdrop, throw or scatter matches, cigarettes,
or other flammable material

e Alcoholic beverages & illegal drugs are prohibited

e Soliciting at the trail entrance or along the trail
is prohibited

e  Trespassing is prohibited. Respect neighboring
property owners and stay on the designated trail

Once used by the railroad to transport slate
from nearby quarries, the Bangor and Portland
railway began operations between Bangor and
Portland, Pennsylvania in 1880. The Delaware,
Lackawanna, and Western railroad acquired the
B & P railway as its Bangor and Portland Division
in 1903 with a full merger in 1909. One of the
last branches to operate steam locomotives, the
Bangor Engine Terminal withdrew its last engine
in 1953. Conrail purchased the railroad in 1976,
and later abandoned it in 1981. In 1987, Plainfield
Township purchased 6.7 miles of the railroad bed
and began converting it to a recreation trail
utilizing Rails to Trails, CDBG, RIRA, Penn DOT
and DCNR grants.

The trail offers many beautiful views along
the rural countryside and there are five bridges
crossing over the Little Bushkill Creek. We hope
you enjoy your time hiking and biking on the
Township trail.
